Emergency fundings early in 2014 in Iraq, South Sudan, Gaza & West Africa had emptied our coffers and rendered ElectricAid unable to respond further. The needs in South Sudan, Gaza, and for the gathering Ebola crisis in West Africa were growing. We went out to our members friends and supporters with a simple request – to renew our ability to respond to Humanitarian Crises.

ESB immediately came on board with a generous offer to fully match the first €25,000 donated. As ever, the entire ESB and EirGrid communities came through for us, raising a magnificent total of €76,000 at the time of writing (07.11.2014). This generosity enabled us to fund live-saving work as follows – primarily in Liberia and Sierra Leone, rolling back the Ebola outbreak.
